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Using Your Pocket Loom

1. You will need about 75 yards of worsted-weight wool yarn, a fork, and two sticks (disposable

chopsticks work well). Make a photocopy of these instructions.

2. Fold this card in half and cut out slots (red lines) and holes (blue diamonds) using sharp scissors.

3. Measure 31 pieces of yarn about 40 to 50 inches long. Thread one yarn through each slot and hole.

4. Slide the heddle toward one end of the yarn to untangle it. Tie these ends, 5 or 6 yarns at a time around a
stick so the yarns come straight back to the heddle (not bunched up in the middle or spread out to a fan
shape). Tie the stick to something that you can pull against.

5. Slide the heddle to the other end, pull the yarn tight, and tie the untangled ends to the second stick. Secure
this end to your waist (tying it to your belt loops works well).

6. Cut out the shuttle (dotted red line) and wrap yarn around it. You are ready to weave!

7. Pull up on the heddle and pass the shuttle through, leaving a short tail, and beat with the heddle by drawing
it toward you or push the yarn in place with a fork. Pull down on the shuttle to change the threads that
are raised. Pass the shuttle through. Repeat these two steps until you have woven as far as you can. Tie
knots in the fringe and wash.
